Written at two grade
levels {1 1/2 and 2), the Rising Band Series provides a variety of musical works that employ the note and rhythm sequence used in most band
method books. The Rising Band Series is a sound fundamental approach leading to a command of the concert band.

Program Notes

With a glorious new sunrise soon to be born, this spectacular fes-
tival piece offers flowing melodies accompanied by dynamic
rhythms and lush harmonies. A broad and powerful fanfare-like
introduction quickly segues into a simple lonely trumpet melody.
As the phrase builds, woodwinds and brass are added providing
interesting countermelodies and beautiful harmonic  progres-
sions. The conclusion of the piece restates the original melody
but'in a rhythmic half-time with percussion providing the energy
for a dramatic conclusion.

Note To Conductor

The introduction should be played as close to the indicated tempo
as possible, capturing the dramatic style of the piece. At measure
19 care should be given to balance the rhythmic and melodic
aspects of the phrase. The full statement of the main phrase at m.
31 should be full and dramatic. M. 68 begins the final statement of
the main phrase, this time in double rhythmic values. The accura-
cy of phrasing and breathing is extremely important.

About the Composer

David Shaffer was bomn in Columbus,
Ohio and aftended Grove City High
School, Grove City, Ohio. He holds a
Bachelor Degree from the Ohio State
University and a Master of Music Degree
from Miami University (Ohio). Mr. Shaffer
has taught in the Hamilton, Ohio;
Northridge, Ohio; and Wyoming, Ohio
schools. Mr. Shaffer has been associated
with the Miami University Marching Band

* for 30 years as Graduate Assistant
Director (1978-80), Assistant Director (1980-97) and as Director
(1997 — 2009). The Miami Band has performed for seven region-
al Bands of America Contests. In 2003 the Miami Band was select-
ed as the “Santa Band” in the 77th annual Macy’s Thanksgiving
Day Parade in New York City.

In addition to his involvement with Miami University, Mr. Shaffer
has over 400 compositions and arrangements in print. His compo-
sitions have been used at clinics and music festivals around the
world and have been placed on contest required-performance lists
in the United States, Canada, Europe, Australia, and Asia. Mr.
Shaffer has been the recipient of the ASCAP Standard Award in
Music Composition for 24 years.

Under the direction of Mr. Shaffer, the Wyoming High School
String Orchestra performed as the opening group at the 1984 Mid-
West National Band and Orchestra Director's Clinic in Chicago.
Additional Mid-West conducting appearances were in 2000 and
2001 when Mr. Shaffer guest conducted his compositions with the
Robinson School Band, Fairfax, Va., and the South Central Middle
School Band, Carterville, Ga.

Currently residing in Boston, Massachusetts, Mr. Shaffer is in
demand as-a conductor for honor bands, new music reading clin-
ics, music festivals, and music education seminars. During the
summer of 1986 and 1992, he served as instrumental director for
the Saskatchewan School of Fine Arts. In February of 1997 he
conducted a program of his music, with the China Youth Corps
Band in the National Concert Hall, Taipei, Taiwan. In April of 2011
Mr. Shaffer premiered his composition At The Red Creek with the
Musikkapelle Roethenbach, at Roethenbach, Germany.
